General Information

Most Wollangarra courses are five days. Our Stage 1 (schools) program which is called 'Meeting the Mountains' involves a two night, three day hike with time to also experience the pioneer lifestyle at our homestead in a remote river valley. As explained in our brochure, Wollangarra is a unique, simple place that has no electricity, is accessed by flying fox and has been built almost entirely from second hand materials. We are a non-profit organisation and our philosophy is one of positive, practical and active conservation.

Our intention is to get as many young people into the mountins as possible, however we would like them to want to be there. Therefore we prefer if the Wollangarra camp in your school is an elective for interested students. We hope that some of your young people may chose to return in their holidays and contribute to Stage 2 of our program, 'Helping the Mountains'.

Making a Booking

Bookings can be made by phone or by mail. Telephone bookings will be held for 30 days and depend on us receiving a completed booking form and a deposit of $550 (includes GST) per course booked. This deposit must be received by Wollangarra within 30 days to secure your course. If you do not pay your deposit on time, Wollangarra reserves the right to treat the reservation as cancelled.

Cancellation Policy

If you cancel a booking within 6 months of your course date then your deposit will be forfeited. However if you cancel within 30 days of your course date, you will be required to pay 50% of the minimum number of 18 students. Earlier notice of cancellation will not incur a charge. The school will be invoiced once the course is completed.
Numbers

Our minimum number of participants is 18 although less will be accepted provided that a minimum of 18 fees are paid. Our maximum capacity is 24.
Arrival and Departure

You can choose to travel to Wollangarra via public transport or hire your own transport. On day one of your course we will meet you either at our front gate or we can provide transport between Wollangarra and Heyfield to connect with the relevant V-Line train or bus service. Students usually leave before lunch on Friday but are welcome to stay later.

Cost

Wollangarra is a non-profit outdoor education centre which relies heavily on the assistance of its local community and other supporters. We do not accept or ask for any government assistance. However, in comparison to most camps, our fees are substantially lower and our staff to participant ratio is very high (usually 4 students to 1 staff person).

The current five day course with all food, hike equipment, instruction and 4WD transport from Heyfield is $385.00 all inclusive (2012 rates). This includes Course Costs: $250.00 + $25.00 GST, and Food: $100.00 + $10.00 GST.  The course cost increases each year due to the CPI increase each year.
Wollangarra does not charge schools for two accompanying teachers. However, any additional teachers will be charged at the normal fee.

Please make cheques payable to Wollangarra Inc. or direct deposit to
Deciding who should participate:

∗        We prefer young people to choose to come to Wollangarra. We would really like to present a powerpoint presentation about Wollangarra to potential participants (and parents if possible) prior to your booking. We believe it makes a real difference in encouraging and preparing potential participants. Please contact us to organise a suitable time.

∗        We ask that participants be in Year 8 or above. Our courses are pitched at 14 to 17 year olds and often the physical requirements of carrying a full Wollangarra pack for 3 days is beyond Year 7 students.

∗
We ask that all participants undertaking Stage 1 "Meeting the Mountains" have not participated in a Wollangarra program previously. Our three stage program has a definite progression built into it and Stage 1 is designed as an introduction to the mountains and hiking.

Application and Medical Forms

∗
Wollangarra is an isolated place and we go to beautiful but remote wilderness areas. Hospital attention is often quite a distance and time away. Therefore it is imperative that our application and medical forms are completed in detail.

∗
You should consider carefully some conditions such as asthma and diabetes. Pre-existing problems with ankles, knees or hips are also important concerns. Please feel free to ring us about any of the above conditions. Also please ensure that you fill in the medical forms for teachers also.

∗
Please send each student’s medical form to Wollangarra at least two weeks before the course begins. Failure to send your forms in prior may force your course to be substantially altered or modified.

First Aid

At Wollangarra there is an extensive first aid chest at the homestead with wilderness first aid kits to go out in the field, telephone, trunk radios, 4WDs and qualified Wilderness First Aid staff. In the case of emergencies, contact with Wollangarra can be made on: (03) 51 480 492.

Activities

Please ensure that all parents are advised that their students may be participating in any of the following activities: overnight bushwalking in remote areas, swimming in the Macalister River, river crossings whilst on hike, animal care, campfire cooking and general property tasks such as gardening and weed eradication.

Student Supervision

Wollangarra takes responsibility for the technical and related safety of all young people on programs. Whilst on the hike, Wollangarra staff will take on the overall responsibility of the group.

*
As co-ordinating teacher we request that you assist Wollangarra staff in general supervision of your group whilst at Wollangarra, and that you deal with arising discipline issues as in coordination with Wollangarra staff.

What to Bring ∗
A form is provided which sets out clothing, equipment, etc. Students will need to bring lunch for the first day or money to buy it in Heyfield.
∗
Wollangarra offers a unique chance to step back in time and live a simple, healthy lifestyle as part of a small community with time to just talk, without modern technology. Therefore, it is essential that you ensure that young people do not bring personal music players (such as Ipods, MP3 Players, Discmans), cigarettes or alcohol. It is also important that students don’t bring any lollies or junk food and give over to the good food that we provide them with for the week.
∗
Please also ensure that participants do not bring highly packaged food, the rubbish really stands out at Wollangarra and in the bush. If young people are prepared to bake cakes or biscuits or even make up a fruit and nut scroggin to share then that would be great and also much more consistent with our own efforts and the philosophy of Wollangarra.
